TRAINING OPPORTUNITIES AND RESOURCES

Great FREE classes offered through Child Care Connection (C3). Foster children would be eligible. Classes typically involve both parent and child.  Go to website and look at calendar of classes under Child Care Connection (C3). Offered in Oceanside, San Diego, and Chula Vista.
Sample Classes: Music & Movement; Toddler Play #1; Fun with Speech Sounds; Talking with Toddlers; Pushing Limits; Sensory Motor Play; Yoga for Preschoolers; Infant Massage

FOSTER AND KINSHIP CARE EDUCATION PROGRAM: WWW.FAKCE.ORG
Offer FREE training and support groups for all foster parents. Both live and on-line classes. Look under “Workshops” and “Trainings.” 1st Aid and CPR certification. Classes offered all over San Diego County.

WWW.FOSTERPARENTS.COM 
Offers on-line training classes for all types of topics. Costs about $10 per 3-4 training hours. Feel free to search for other on-line foster parent training resources but be selective in what you choose.
INDEPENDENT STUDY

Get materials of your choice approved by Angels Social Worker and complete Resource Form to get training hours for books, DVDs, articles you read related to the care of your Angels foster child(ren) or parenting. If you do not turn in Resource Form, you don’t get credit. 

SPECIAL HEALTH/NEED TRAININGS

Picking up a baby at the hospital with special needs? Child requires specialized therapies/care and you are learning these techniques from Physical Therapist, CASS Worker, Occupational Therapist? You will probably receive special instructions/training on how to care for the child’s unique needs (such as cast care, wound care, dietary needs, massage, etc). This counts as training but you must get Training Documentation form completed and signed by professional teaching you in order for it to count.

COUNTY ADOPTIONS CLASSES

Completing an adoption home study? You will probably be required to attend some supplemental adoptions classes. Turn in these certificates of completion and you will get training hour credits!

SPECIALIZED INFANT/TODDLER CLASSES

If you attend a parent-child class that teaches you skills on how to relate, communicate, interact, support child’s development, this can definitely count as training hours. Examples: baby sign classes, movement classes, etc. Either submit certificate of completion (if provided) or have the instructor sign off on a Training Documentation form.
